There were a few brief moments of direct sun throughout the morning, which almost
instantaneously triggered point releases from steeper rocky terrain. On the way back through Beehive we
observed some much larger debris piles that weren’t there this morning from the steel rocky face between the
Going Home chute and the prayer flags.
